The highest wind gust recorded in the Argyle area was
25 knots (~46 km/h) on 19%, Maximum temperature
recorded at ALLA was 30.5°C on 15% and minimum
temperature was 22.5°C on the 17th. (see table 1.) Seas were
slight to moderate for most of the month with swells
ranging from 0.5-2.0 m.

On average August receives about 234.8 mm of rainfall
(using data recorded at the E.T Joshua station). Rainfall totals from
September to November are likely to be the usual or drier
than usual reducing the amount of rainfall for agriculture.
(see figure 2). It is usually the wettest part of the year;
however, it is not forecast to be excessively wet. There is a
forecast for slightly lower potential for long-term flooding
than usual at this time, however, flash flood concern is
expected to peak in the coming months. Persons are
advised to keep updated to any related information

disseminated by  the Meteorological Service.
